Why are Permits Required?

Safety is the primary reason for re-
quiring permits. City inspectors check
to make sure construction and installa-
tions are proper for the protection of
your family and property, your
neighbors, and buyers of your property.

What do I bring to get a building per-
mit?

In general you need a copy of a site
plan. (see figure 1) and one copy of the
building plans (see figure 2, 3, and 4).
The building plans should include:

Elevation

Window sizes

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Where do | get permits?

At the City Municipal Building, 100
E. 4th Street. The office is open M-F,
8:00 am to 5:00 pm.

If you’re having a contractor do
your work, the contractor can make
application for the necessary permits,
but you should check to make sure the
contractor has done so and is regis-
tered with the City of York.

If you are a tenant, rather than the
property owner, written approval of the
project by the owner must be provided

during application process.

Upon approval of the application,
your permit will be sent to you in the
mail for posting on your project. You
should allow a few days for the ap-
proval process to make sure you have
the permit in-hand before work is
started.

The Building Inspector will inspect
at required stages of your project—see
back of permit. Call the City Offices to
make an appointment for inspections

as needed.
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
